PARK RULES &
REGULATIONS

Park Hours: 5:00 am to 10:00 pm, with the exception of Triangle
Memorial Park where the hours are 5:00 am — 11:00 pm.

Pets: No person shall allow an animal to run at large within the city.
Animals may be allowed off their premises as long as they are on a
leash. No person shall allow an animal under his or her control to
defecate in city parks or public land without picking it up and
disposing of it in a sanitary manner.

Motorized vehicles in city parks: Use of motorized vehicles are
restricted to roadways and parking lots. No overnight parking of a
vehicle between the hours of 10:00 pm and 5:00 am is allowed.

Tobacco use. The use of tobacco is prohibited on all city-owned
parkland, except within the confines of a vehicle.

Alcohol consumption: No person shall consume or have in their
possession any intoxicating liquor or 3.2% malt liquor while in a
public park, unless a temporary liquor license has been issued.

Feeding of wildlife: Due to health concerns feeding the wildlife is
discouraged. Keep wildlife wild.

Terrace Skate Park: The posted Skate Park Rules must be adhered to
for the safety of all participants.

Water craft: The use of motorboats within the city is prohibited.

Snowmobiles: Snowmobiles may not be operated within any city park.
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
